Since coming into operation, the School Council has worked in unison with the staff and Head Teacher to undertake many interesting and worthwhile projects, as well as instigating new initiatives through discussion and excellent teamwork, the School Council has also involved themselves in making important decisions involving aspects of school life.
Areas where the School Council have been particularly active are :
· Decisions on how Charity money raised within school should be spent.
· Pupil input to  Hampton Wick Infant and Nursery Schools  ' Home School Agreement '.
· School Codes.
· Charity Work.
· Guides to School Visitors.
· Input design ideas for the new playground surface and design of the Maze.
· Assisting Reception Children at lunchtime, during their first few weeks in full-time school.
· Greeting Reception children at the school gate and walking them into the playground during their first few weeks in Reception 
· The development of the 'Peace and Harmony Club'.
The School Council, in its first 3 years, has proved to be a huge success for Hampton Wick Infant and Nursery School.
The dedication, enthusiasm and endless stream of positive ideas is only a small indication of what our young children are capable of, given the opportunity.

The School Council meetings take place every Wednesday and all Yr 2 children are welcome to join in at anytime.
