	1. Knowledge and understanding of the UNCRoC amongst teachers/adults and students, and its relevance to the school ethos and curriculum
	a. Principal and BoT are fully committed to the concept, process and achievement of a Rights Respecting School.

b. There is a broad understanding by all adults in the school community of the UNCRoC and why the school is implementing it.

c. Senior managers/key teachers have a good knowledge and understanding of the content and implications of the complete text of UNCRoC, including schools’ pastoral care responsibilities

d. Whole school community – staff, parents and students – are aware of the principles and responsibilities of Article 29, and are beginning to implement them through the curriculum, pastoral system and wider school ethos.

e. Some teachers teaching aspects of UNCRoC and its relevance, both nationally and globally, as part of defined areas of the curriculum.

f. Parents made aware of RRS status and relevance of UNCRoC.
	g. All students aware of school's commitment to implementing the principles of the UNCRoC in the school. 

h. All students are taught about some aspects of the UNCRoC each year, through identified curriculum areas and schemes of work. 

i. Students able to talk about children's rights knowledgeably, and provide observations of its relevance to themselves and others worldwide (appropriate to age and ability). 

j. Students undertake 'education' in UNCRoC of parents/wider community through wide range of strategies. E.g., through open evenings and rights based performances: student -created art, dance, drama etc.
	a. School is maximizing opportunities for cross-curricular consolidation to extend students' knowledge and understanding of the UNCRoC. 

b. Provisions of Article 29 reflected in the curriculum of the school and is stated and reflected In school development plans, policy statements and charters. 

c. Procedures in place and known by all staff re what to do if students reveal rights infringement or abuse. 

d. Parents/community demonstrates awareness of Article 42 - knowledge and some understanding of the content of the UNCRoC-and its relevance to the whole school community, the country and globally. 
	e. All students knowledgeable of the content of the UNCRoC and its relevance to themselves, the school and the wider world. Students can point to rights principles and their relevance in different curriculum subjects/ areas and across the school. 

f. Students give positive feedback that they are aware of principles of Article 12 and 29 and that these are adhered to in the school and that the UNCRoC is central to the ethos of the school.

g. Students advocate that the school has well-known procedures for all rights infringements and abuses. 

h. Students involved in ongoing promotion for rights both locally and globally.
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	2. Teaching and learning styles/methods commensurate with knowledge and understanding of children’s rights.
	a. The school's curriculum and assembly programme provide regular opportunities for students to develop their knowledge and understanding of the UNCRoC, through a wide range of issues relating to global justice, valuing diversity and environmental sustainability. 

b. Some teaching staff recognises the importance of modelling rights and undertake a rights-respecting approach in their classrooms, and throughout the school.

c. Most teaching staff recognise the importance of matching learning styles to student needs, including recognition and respect for those (from other cultures and for whom English is not the first language), and how greater democracy and participatory teaching methods enhance student achievement and well being.

d. Most teaching staff use a wide range of democratic participatory teaching and learning styles; high levels of all student participation.
	e Students recognise where teaching and opportunities for learning about the UNCRC are occurring in the school. 

f. Students report improved atmosphere and classroom climate, and that their teachers are respecting their human dignity, making it easy for them to do the same. 

g. Students report satisfaction with teacher recognition of their individual learning styles, and efforts to help them discover and use their most productive method of learning. 

h. Students obviously recognising that rights holders also have responsibilities.
	a  All teaching staff recognise the Importance of modeling rights and undertake a rights respecting approach in their classrooms. 

b  All teaching staff use a wide range of teaching and learning methods, with high levels of participatory teaching and opportunities for student interaction. 

c  All teaching staff give students opportunities to make choices In their learning within the framework of the required curriculum, so curriculum requirements and students' interests and concerns are met.

d  Students have opportunities to give constructive feedback to their teachers. 

e  All teachers Include aspects of the global dimension on their subject, where and as appropriate, and with a children’s rights dimension, e.g. conflicts, diversity, Fair Trade etc.
	f  Students report that the school has an ethos of respecting rights and democracy, and this is reflected in all interactions: teacher-student; student-teacher; student-student; adult-student; student-adult. 

g  Students acknowledge that their individual learning preferences are recognised and catered for, as far as reasonably possible, within the school. 

h  Students have opportunities to give constructive feedback to their teachers on what helps and what hinders their learning. 

i  Students report that their curiosity about the global dimension to a wide range of topics is being responded to in a broad range of subjects.
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	3. Students actively participate in decision making throughout the school.
	a  All adults in school know about and respect the relevance of UNCRoC Article 12. 

b  Some teachers/adults engaged in regular decision making dialogue with students of all ages and ability throughout the levels to develop a strategy to introduce/enhance their involvement in the everyday running of the school. 

c  The physical environment of the school reflects the school's commitment to implementing the UNCRoC, and wider principles of global justice and environmental sustainability, through visual displays contributed to by the students.
	d  School has a Student Council, which involves students at every level and which regularly revises its procedures etc for maximum engagement and satisfaction of all students. 

e. Students aware of school strategies to provide opportunities for student empowerment and engagement in the running of the school. 

f. Enhanced number of students actively engaged in decision making in school and aware of opportunities to participate in wider initiatives -local, national and global. Eg. through Amnesty International schools groups. 

g. Students participate in peer education and support systems. 

h. Students contribute to enhancing the physical environment of the school to reflect the school's commitment to the principles of the UNCRoC.
	a. Article 12 and student participation is clearly implemented within the school. 

b. School has systems and procedures that effectively engage students in the democratic running of the school, ie Articles 12 and 13.
	c. Students have frequent opportunities to feed opinions and suggestions to the school's governing body. 

d. Students participate in staff recruitment process. 

e. Student Council has a responsibility to function as ambassadors for the UNCRoC within the school.
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	4. Committed leadership to building a rights-based school ethos through strategic direction and appropriate professional development.
	a. All adult members of school community receive training In UNCRC. 

b. All adults in school recognize that everyone bears responsibility for enjoyment/fulfillment of rights.  

c. All adults have opportunities to discuss how, and impact of, 'modelling' rights and strategic respect. 

d. Ongoing opportunities for professional development on UNCRC to both build curriculum knowledge and awareness of global interdependence, which affects fulfillment of children's rights. All adults needing extra support given continuing professional development assistance.
	e. School leadership embodies the culture of rights and respect, including that of key students, e.g. head girl/boy, prefects. 

f. Students recognise that their teachers support the place of the UNCRC in the school ethos. Culture of mutual respect for others' rights evident in all levels of school relationships. 

g. Students' awareness and knowledge of UNCRC extended into awareness and knowledge of impact -fulfillment and violation -of children's rights worldwide. 
h. Students develop the understanding to be rights givers and not rights takers. 
i. Students signposted to existing opportunities for challenging global inequality. 
	a. UNCRC values are central to all policies including child protection, anti bullying, anti-racist and equal opportunity policies.  

b. Rights Respecting School values are built into the school's procedures for self-evaluation. 

c. Students and adults feel valued in the school e.g. staff/student satisfaction surveys, used to 'take the temperature' of both at regular intervals. 

d. Teachers have opportunities to Increase and update their knowledge and understanding of global issues, e.g. conflict and Fair Trade, and how they related to children and human rights.
	e. Students recognize that UNCRC/Rights Respecting School values inform all school policies. 

f. Students' are part of the process of evaluating and sustaining a school culture that is open, transparent and rights respecting.

g. Students are empowered to work for change in the full awareness of how the UNCRC IS a major Instrument for Improvements in children's lives worldwide.
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
